This being the first day of the Second Session of the Fourth Legislature of Ontario
for the Despatch of Business, pursuant to a Proclamation of the Honourable John

Beverley Robinson, Lieutenant-Governor of the Province, and the House having met,
His Honour entered the House, and, having taken his seat on the Throne, was pleased to

open the Session by the following gracious Speech :

Mr. /Speaker, and Gentlemen of the Legislative Assembly

It affords me much pleasure, on this first occasion since my appointment as Lieutenant-

Governor, to meet the representatives of my native Province, and to welcome them to its

capital in the discharge of their Legislative duties.

I congratulate you on the revival of commercial prosperity, the result of the abundant
harvest of the past year, of the revival of trade abroad, and of the increased demand for

lumber, the receipts from which source, I am happy to say, have considerably exceeded
the estimate of last Session.

It is much to be regretted that the Dominion Government have taken no step to

obtain, and have hitherto shewn no intention of seeking to obtain, from the Parliament
of Canada legislation confirming the award determining the Northerly and Westerly
Boundaries of Ontario, made two years ago by three most distinguished arbitrators

chosen by the two Governments, and who had before them all the evidence obtainable

from the most diligent researches both in America and Europe, or brought to light'during
the many discussions bearing on the subject that have taken place during
the past century. The result of the inaction of the Dominion Government in this respect
is to defer the settlement and organization of a large extent of country ;

to deprive the

inhabitants of that district of those safeguards of peace and order, which they, in

common with all others, are entitled to enjoy, and to withhold from the people of Ontario
the benefits which the possession of that territory would afford.

It is obvious that the earliest possible construction of railway communication between
the existing railway system of Ontario and the Canadian Pacific road, is of the very greatest

importance to the interests of this Province. An appropriation having been made for

this purpose by an Act of a former Session of the Legislature, a measure will be submitted
to you for carrying out the object of the Act with the least possible delay.

The Commissioners appointed to inquire into matters connected with the agricultural

industry of Ontario, have by close and unremitting attention to the duties assigned to

them, collected a large amount of information of a most interesting character

and of much value. The Evidence and Report of the Commissioners will be laid before

you in the course of the Session. I trustthat thepublicationof these documents will stimulate

enterprise, and encourage a spirit of improvement among the farmers of the Province,
and at the same time produce a favourable impression elsewhere of the openings which
Ontario affords to the capital and energy of the intelligent and experienced agriculturist,,

I am sure you will agree with me that the Province is under no small obligation to those

gentlemen who, as Commissioners, placed their services, without any pecuniary recom-

pense, at the disposal of the Government, and will share the feeling of satisfaction with
which I have observed, in how cordial a spirit the proceedings of the Commissioners have
been regarded by the public.

The subject of constructing the new Provincial Buildings, required for the safe keep-

ing of the public records, the due performance of the ever increasing business of the De-

partments, and the proper accommodation of the Legislature, and of the Provincial

Library, as well as the safety and health of the members and other persons engaged in

the public service, has received the earnest attention of the Government. Competitive

plans were invited, and sixteen different designs, by as many competitors, were submitted.

None of these designs were entirely satisfactory, but three of those which were considered

to have most nearly complied with the conditions of the competition, were, under the

terms of those conditions, secured for the Province
; subsequently it was deemed advisa-

ble to permit the authors of the best of the three, and certain other competing architects

on whose plans experts had reported most favourably, to modify and alter their plans
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with a view to a reconsideration of their merits by the Government when so altered.

Time has not yet sufficed for this to be done
;
but I confidently anticipate that the result

will be to secure the commencement in the coming spring, and the early completion, of

buildings worthy of the Province, and at a cost not exceeding the amount already voted
for that purpose by the Legislature.

The Reports of the several departments of the Public Service, will be laid before you.
I am glad to find that the several Institutions under the management of the Government
are in a state of satisfactory efficiency ;

and that others to which Provincial aid is given,
are respectively performing services to the community fully commensurate with the aid

afforded them.

The Report of the Minister of Education, as usual, possesses deep interest, shewing,
as it does, to what a high standard of excellence, as compared with other countries, the
Educational system of Ontario has attained

;
and I doubt not that you will agree with

me, that no efforts should be spared to maintain it in the fullest state of efficiency. While
marked improvement may be observed in elementary education, the expense of that

branch has been less in the last three years than previously. Gratifying progress, too,
has been made in the department of higher education.

I commend the very important subject of the Administration of Justice to your con-

tinued and careful attention. Profiting by the example of Great Britain and other States,
in which the anomaly of two systems of pleading and practice in the Civil Courts has
been abolished, and by other reforms effected in their judicature, a bill will again be laid

before you for the purpose of consolidating the Superior Courts, establishing uniformity
in pleading and practice, and making further provision for the due administration of

j ustice.

Amongst the other measures to be submitted to you are, a bill relating to Railways,
and making provision for the greater safety of railway employees and the public ;

a bill

for protecting the public interest in streams and rivers within the Legislative authority
of the Province

;
a bill giving increased stability to Mutual Insurance Companies ;

and
one dealing with the question of market fees, which have long been a source of complaint

by the farmers of the Province.

In view of the many extensive and beneficial improvements in our laws effected

since the Province obtained, thirteen years ago, control over its local affairs, and of the

further legislation which will engage your attention during the present Session, I com-

mend to your serious consideration the question whether the time has not come when
the public interests may be sufficiently protected, and at the same time a considerable

saving of expense be effected, by confining future legislation to every alternate annual

Session, except in cases of special urgency.
The Public Accounts of Receipts and Expenditure for the past year, and the

Estimates of moneys required for the services of the current year, will be laid before you.
The Estimates have been prepared with every regard for economy consistent with the

public interest.

I trust that the labours of the Session now commencing may, when brought to a close,

reflect fresh honour on the wisdom and patriotism of our legislators, and prove permanently
beneficial to all classes of our people.

His Honour was then pleased to retire.

His Honour's Speech at the opening of the Session, having been read,

The Debate was resumed, and the several paragraphs of the proposed Address having
been read the second time were agreed to, and it was

Resolved, That the above Resolution be referred to a Select Committee composed
as follows : the Attorney-General, and Messieurs Pardee, Gibson (Hamilton}, and Dryden,
with instructions to prepare and report an Address to His Honour in conformity there-

with.

The Attorney-General from the Select Committee, reported an Address which was

read as follows :

To the Honourable John Beverley Robinson, Lieutenant-Governor of the Province of

Ontario.

We,Her Majesty's dutiful and Loyal subjects, the Legislative Assembly of the Province

of Ontario, humbly thank Your Honour for your gracious Speech at the opening of the

Session, and reciprocate the expressions of pleasure felt by Your Honour, on this the first

occasion since Your Honour's appointment as Lieutenant-Governor, at meeting the repre-

sentatives of your native Province assembled in the discharge of their Legislative duties.

We rejoice in the fact that Your Honour is able to congratulate us on the revival of

commercial prosperity, the result of the abundant harvest of the past year, of the revival

of trade abroad, and of the increased demand for lumber
;
and to be informed by Your

Honour that the receipts from that source have considerably exceeded the estimate of

last Session.

We agree with Your Honour that it is much to be regretted that the Dominion

Government have taken no step to obtain, and have hitherto shewn no intention of seeking

to obtain, from the Parliament of Canada legislation confirming the award determining
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the Northerly and Westerly Boundaries of Ontario, made two years ago by three most

distinguished arbitrators chosen by the two Governments, and who had before them all

the evidence obtainable from the most diligent researches both in America and Europe,
or brought to light during the many discussions bearing on the subject that have taken

place during the past century ;
the result of the inaction of the Dominion Government

in this respect being to defer the settlement and organization of a large extent of country ;

to deprive the inhabitants of that district of those safeguards of peace and order which

they, in common with all others, are entitled to enjoy ;
and to withhold from the people

of Ontario the benefits which the possession of that territory would afford.

We agree with Your Honour that it is obvious that the earliest possible construc-

tion of railway communication between the existing railway system of Onta. > and the

Canadian Pacific road, is of the very greatest importance to the interests of this Vovince
;

and are glad to learn that, an appropriation having been made for this purpose by in Act of

a former Session of the Legislature, a measure will be submitted to us for carrying out

the object of the Act with the least possible delay.
We thank Your Honour for the information that the Commissioners appointed to

enquire into matters connected with the agricultural industry of Ontario, have, by close

and unremitting attention to the duties assigned to them, collected a large amount of

information of the most interesting character and of much value
;
and that the Evidence

and Report of the Commissioners will be laid before us in the course of the Session
;
and

we trust that the publication of these documents will stimulate enterprise, and encourage
a spirit of improvement among the farmers of the Province, and at the same time produce
a favourable impression elsewhere of the openings which Ontario affords to the capital and

energy of the intelligent and experienced agriculturist ;
while we cordially agree with Your

Honour that the Province is under no small obligation to those gentlemen who, as Com-

missioners, placed their services, without any pecuniary recompense, at the disposal of the

Government
;
and share the feeling of satisfaction with which Your Honour has observed

in how cordial a spirit the proceedings of the Commissioners have been regarded by the

public.
We thank Your Honour for informing us that the subject of constructing the new

Provincial Buildings, required for the safe keeping of the public records, the due perform-
ance of the ever increasing business of the Departments, and the proper accommodation

of the Legislature, and of the Provincial Library, as well as the safety and health of the

members and other persons engaged in the public service, has received the earnest atten-

tion of the Government; that competitive plans were invited, and sixteen different designs,

by as many competitors, were submitted; but that none of these designs were entirely

satisfactory, and that three of those which were considered to have most nearly complied
with the conditions of the competition, were, under the terms of those conditions, secured

for the Province
;
that subsequently it was deemed advisable to permit the authors of the

best of the three, and certain other competing architects on whose plans experts had re-

ported the most favourably, to modify and alter their plans with a view to a reconsideration

of their merits by the Government, when so altered
;
that time has not yet sufficed for

this to be done
;
but that Your Honour confidently anticipates that the result will be to

secure the commencement in the coming spring, and the early completion, of buildings

worthy of the Province, and at a cost not exceeding the amount already voted for that

purpose by the Legislature.
We shall be glad to receive the Reports of the several departments of the Public

Service, and to find that the several Institutions under the management of the Govern-

ment are in a state of satisfactory efficiency ;
and that others to which Provincial aid is

given, are respectively performing services to the community fully commensurate with

the aid afforded them.

We do not doubt the Report of the Minister of Education, as usual, possesses deep

interest, and shews to what a high standard of excellence, as compared with other countries,

the Educational system of Ontario has attained
;
and we agree with Your Honour that

no efforts should be spared.to maintain it in the fullest state of efficiency ;
and we are glad to

learn that while marked improvement may be observed in elementary education, the

expense of that branch has been less in the last three years than previously, while grati-

fying progress, too, has been made in the department of higher education.
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We beg to assure Your Honour that the very important subject of the Adminis-
tration of Justice shall receive our continued and careful attention, and are pleased to

know that, profiting by the example of Great Britain and other States, in which the

anomaly of two systems of pleading and practice in the Civil Courts has been abolished,
and by other reforms effected in their judicature, a bill will again be laid before us for the

purpose of consolidating the Superior Courts, establishing uniformity in pleading and

practice, and making further provision for the due administration of justice.
Our best attention shall be given to the bill relating to Railways, and making

provision for the greater safety of railway employees and the public ; to the bill for pro-

tecting the public interest in streams and rivers within the Legislative authority of the
Province

;
to the bill giving increased stability to Mutual Insurance Companies ;

and to

one dealing with the question of market fees, which have long been a source of complaint
by the farmers of the Province, which measures, Your Honour states, will be submitted
to us.

In view of the many extensive and beneficial improvements in our laws effected since

the Province obtained, thirteen years ago, control over its local affairs, and of the further

legislation which will engage our attention during the present Session, we shall give our
serious consideration to the question whether the time has not come when the public
interests may be sufficiently protected, and at the same time a considerable saving of

expense be effected, by confining future legislation to ev ery alternate annual Session,

except in cases of special urgency.
We thank Your Honour for informing us that, the Public Accounts of Receipts and

Expenditure for the last year, and the Estimates of moneys required for the services of

the current year will be laid before us, and that the estimates have been prepared with

every regard for economy consistent with the public interest.

We trust with Your Honour that the labours of the Session now commencing may,
when brought to a close, reflect honour on this House, and prove permanently beneficial

to all classes of our people.

The Address, having been read the second time, was agreed to.

Ordered, That the Address be engrossed, and presented to His Honour by such

Members of this House as are of the Executive Council.

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Private Sills.

3. The promoters of any Private Bill shall lodge with the Clerk of the House a

statement as to the compliance by them with the Standing Orders of the House in

relation to such Bill, on or before the first day of each Session.

4. A copy of the Petition, intended to be presented to the House, praying for

the passing of any Private Bill, shall be lodged, on or before the first day of each Ses-

sion, with the Clerk of the House, who shall file the same in his office, and shall pre-

pare for the Committee on Standing Orders at the first meeting thereof a report, in

which he shall state the result of his examination into the facts required to be proved
before the Committee relating to the compliance or non-compliance with the Standing
Orders of the House.

5. The Committee shall determine, upon the facts reported or certified by the Clerk,
whether the Standing Orders have been complied with in respect of each Petition, and
whether the Standing Orders ought or ought not to be dispensed with, and shall re-

port the same to the House.

Bills.

6. All proceedings upon any Bills which may be introduced to the House, and which
shall not have been disposed of prior to the prorogation, shall be suspended on the

day on which the Legislature shall be prorogued, in order that the promoters thereof

may proceed with the same Bills in the next Session of the same Legislature.
7. An alphabetical list of all such Bills, with a statement of the stage at which the

same were suspended, shall be prepared by the Clerk of the House, and printed.
8. A list of such Bills, with the certificate of the Clerk of the House as to the stage

at which proceedings were suspended, shall be laid upon the Table of the House in

the next Session, in the order in which they shall stand upon such list.

9. In respect of every Private Bill so laid upon the Table, the Petition for the Bill,

and the Order of leave to bring in the same in the preceding Session, shall be read, and

thereupon such Bill shall be read a first time, and a second time (if the Bill shall have

been read a second time previously to its being suspended), and if such Bill shall have
been reported by any Committee in the preceding Session, the Order for referring the Bill,

to a Committee shall be dispensed with, and the Bill ordered to be referred to a

Committee of the Whole House, or to be read a third time as the case may be.

10. All Petitions presented in any Session for and against any Private Bills which

may not have been disposed of by the Committee, and which stood referred to the Com-
mittees on such Bills, shall stand referred to the Committees on the same Bills in the next

Session.

1 1 . All instructions to Committees on Bills in any Session, which shall be suspended

previously to their being reported by any Committee, shall be instructions to the Committee
on the same Bills in the next Session.

12. The foregoing Orders shall be considered Standing Orders, and shall be taken

as Rules of the House in addition to the existing Rules of the House.

And, a Debate having arisen, the Motion was, by leave of the House, withdrawn.

Mr. Merrick moved, seconded by Mr. Boulter,
That the Seventh Report of the Standing Committee on Private Bills be referred back

to the Committee with instructions to declare the Preamble of Bill (No. 5), To incorporate
the Loyal Orange Associations of Eastern and Western Ontario as proven.

proposed Act of incorporation, it is inexpedient that Bill (No. 5), To incorporate the Loyal
Orange Associations of Eastern and Western Ontario should pass into a law."

The Committee have carefully considered Bill (No. 23), Respecting Water and Gas
Works at Parkdale, and have prepared certain amendments thereto.

The Committee further report, that Bill (No. 60), To erect the District of Muskoka
into the Judicial County of Muskoka, and the District of Parry Sound into the Judicial

County of Seguin, has been withdrawn by the promoters thereof.

The Committee recommend that the fees, less the actual cost of printing, be remitted
on the last mentioned Bill.

The Committee further recommend that inasmuch as Bill (No. 18), To revise, con-

solidate and amend the several Acts relating to the City of Toronto, which was read a
first time at the last Session of the House, was not then printed or further proceeded with,
the fees thereon be remitted.

The Committee further recommend that Rule No. 51 be further suspended in this,

that the time for receiving Reports from the Standing Committee on Private Bills be ex-

tended until and inclusive of the last day of the present Session of the House.

Ordered, That the fees, less the actual cost of printing, be remitted on Bill (No. 60),
Muskoka and Parry Sound, and on Bill (No. 18), City of Toronto (of last Session).

The following Bill was introduced, and read the first time:

Bill (No. 133), intituled "An Act as to Drains and Streets affecting Railway
works." The Attorney-General.

Ordered, That the Bill be read the second time on Wednesday next.

Bill (No. 42), To incorporate the Chatham and Charing Cross Railway Company.
Bill (No. 65), Respecting the Toronto and Ottawa Railway Company.

The Order of the Day for resuming the adjourned Debate on the Motion for receiving
a Petition, presented on the twenty-second instant, having been read, the Debate was re-

sumed, and the Motion having been put, was carried, and it was

Ordered, That the Petition of the Ontario Sault Ste. Marie Railway Company, pre-

sented to the House on the 22nd instant, be now read by the Clerk at the Table, and that the
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Rules of the House be suspended, and leave given to the Petitioners to present a further

Petition of the Ontario Sault Ste. Marie Railway Company, praying for an Act of Incor-

poration ;
and that the Petition having been received, a Bill may be forthwith intro-

duced, intituled "An Act to incorporate the Ontario Sault Ste. Marie Railway Com-

pany."

The following Petitions were then severally read and received :

Mr. Speaker resumed the Chair
;
and Mr. Sinclair reported, That the Committee

had directed him to report the several Bills with certain amendments.
The Amendments, having been read the second time, were agreed to.

Ordered, That the Bills reported be severally read the third time to-morrow.

On motion of Mr. Pardee, seconded by Mr. Fraser,

Resolved, That the House will, To-morrow, resolve itself into a Committee to con-

sider the following Resolutions :

That, subject to the conditions hereinafter mentioned, there shall be granted out of

the Consolidated Revenue Fund to the undermentioned Railway Companies, for the

construction of the portions of Railway hereinafter mentioned, as follows, that is to

say :

(1) The Erie and Huron Railway Company from Rondeau, on Lake Erie, to Dres-

den, including the Wallaceburg branch, from a point on the main line to the village of

Wallaceburg, a distance, including the said branch, of about forty miles, at the rate of

one hundred and fifty-three dollars and seventy-five cents per mile per annum, payable
half-yearly for twenty years.

(2) The Stratford and Huron Railway Company, from Harriston to Wiarton, a dis-

tance of about sixty-two miles, at the rate of one hundred and fifty-three dollars and

seventy-five cents per mile per annum, payable half-yearly for twenty years.

(3) The Georgian Bay and Wellington Railway Company, from Mount Forest to

Durham, a distance of about sixteen miles, at the rate of one hundred and fifteen dol-

lars and thirty-two cents per mile per annum, payable half-yearly for twenty years.
The payment of such aid under this Resolution shall be computed in manner fol-

lowing, that is to say :

(a) If the portion of the railway for which payment is made has been completed
between the first day of January and the first day of July, the payments shall be com-

puted as commencing on the first day of January of the preceding year.
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(b) And if the portion for which the payment is made has been completed between
the first day of July and the thirty-first day of December, the payments shall be com-

puted as commencing on the first day of July of the preceding year.

(1) The Lieutenant-Governor in Council may require any railway company so aided,
or any railway company formed by an amalgamation of any company or companies, aided
under this Act, with any other railway company or companies which shall have received

aid from Provincial funds, to enter into an agreement or agreements with any other rail-

way company or companies, containing such terms and details as the Lieutenant-Governor
in Council may approve of, in order to secure running powers, or rights of user to such

company or companies over the line or portion of line of railway of the company aided

under this Resolution, or former Acts, or in the discretion of the Lieutenant-Governor in

Council, for the haulage thereover of the cars and traffic of such other company, or com-

panies upon such terms as, in default of agreement between the respective companies, may
be settled upon by the Lieutenant-Governor in Council.

(2) No payment shall be made to any of the said companies in respect of the said

grants in aid for any portion of their Railway, until the Commissioner of Public Works
shall have reported to the Lieutenant-Governor in Council that such company has com-

pleted the portion of its road in respect of which payment is to be made (including such

sidings and station-houses as the Commissioner may think necessary for the accommodation
of the public), within the period for completing the Railway or portion thereof named in

the Acts relating to the company, or such other period as may by any other Act be fixed

for such purpose.

(3) Payments may be made as portions of the Railway, not less than ten continuous

miles, are completed as aforesaid
;
and in cases where the whole distance aided is less than

ten miles, then for such distance.

(4) After a Company has complied with the conditions necessary, and the Commis-
sioner has reported as aforesaid, scrip or certificates may be issued for and in respect of

the said grant ;
and when signed by the Treasurer of this Province and the Accountant

in his department, and countersigned by the Auditor, every such certificate shall be valid

and binding on the Province, according to its tenor and effect
;
and it shall not be neces-

sary for any transferee, in good faith, of such certificate to inquire into, or obtain proof
of, any facts stated therein, all of which shall be deemed conclusive as against the

Province, in favour of such transferee.

(5) Each of the said Companies shall furnish such information of the progress of the

works on the Railway of the Company as may from time to time be required by the

Commissioner of Public Works
; and also such statistical or other details, accounts, and

information as from time to time may be required from them by the Commissioner after

completion of the Railway.

(6) The location, grades, the widths and slopes of cuttings and embankments, the

plans of bridges, culverts, buildings, and other structures, the weight and section of iron

rails, and other details of proposed construction of the Colonization Railways hereinafter

mentioned, shall be subject to inspection and approval by the Government Engineer,
before the commencement of the works, as well as after completion.

(7) In order to secure the continuous running of the Railways aided by this Act,
the iron or steel rails laid from time to time by any of the said Railways are not to be

removed by the Company, or by the authority of the Company, without the consent of

the Lieutenant-Governor in Council, obtained on the recommendation of the Commissioner
of Public Works.

That the Lieutenant-Governor in Council may also grant such bonus, subsidy
or annual payment to any Company now or hereafter to be incorporated, not in

excess of a present payment of two thousand eight hundred and fifty dollars per mile, in

such mode and according to such terms and conditions as will secure the construction

of a line of Railway, extending from a point in the District of Muskoka as far north as

Gravenhurst, so as to connect the present Ontario system of Railways with Sault Ste.

Marie. The total mileage not to exceed three hundred miles.

The grant of such bonus, subsidy, or annual payment to any Company shall be pro-

visional, until sanctioned by Resolution of the Legislative Assembly; and shall only be
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upon and subject to proper conditions for securing full running powers and other rights
of user for other Railways ;

and also for securing equal facilities for the receipt, transfer,
and transportation to, from, or over the said Railway of the traffic of other connecting
lines of Railway and the imposing such conditions as will secure the establishing, levy-
ing and collecting equal tolls, rates and charges in respect of the traffic received from, or
to be delivered to other railways, and upon and subject to such other conditions for

securing the due application of the grant, the construction of the Railway, and otherwise
as the Lieutenant-Governor in Council may require, and no agreement in the premises
shall be operative until ratified by Resolution of the Legislative Assembly.

The Attorney-General, by command of the Lieutenant-Governor, acquainted the
House that the Lieutenant-Governor having been informed of the subject matter of the

proposed Resolutions, recommends the same to the consideration of the House.

The Attorney-General delivered to Mr. Speaker a Message from the Lieutenant-

Governor, signed by himself
; and the Message was read by Mr. Speaker, and is as fol-

lows :

For every transfer or removal of a license under sections twenty-

eight and twenty-nine of this Act, five dollars, and the

mileage of the Inspector, in addition to all such sums as

municipalities may impose under Section 32 of the Liquor
License Act.

Resolved, That it is expedient to provide that Sections 6 and 7, of Chapter 14, of 41

Victoria, be extended to municipalities in which a by-law prohibiting the sale of intoxi-

cating liquors under the Canada Temperance Act, 1878, is in force.

Resolved, That the following license duties for licenses issued under and in pursuance
of sub-section four of section ninety-nine of the Canada Temperance Act, 1878, shall here-

after be payable: For each druggist's or shop license in townships, fifteen dollars

Board of Commissioners and of officers, and otherwise in carrying the provisions of The
Canada Temperance Act, 1878, into effect, and the residue (if any) on the thirteenth day
of June in each year, and at such other times as may be prescribed by the regulations of

the Lieutenant-Governor in Council, shall be paid to the Treasurer of the Province, to

and for the use of the Province.

Resolved, That where the Inspector is required in the case of an application for leave

to transfer or remove a license to make an inspection, under sections twenty-eight and

twenty-nine of this Act, and to travel, in order to make such inspection, a distance of

more than three miles from his office or residence,, the person making such application
for a transfer or removal, shall pay to the Inspector, in addition to all other fees, the sum
of ten cents per mile, one way, for his travelling expenses, and the same shall be deposited

by the Inspector to the credit of the License fund
;
but the Inspector may be allowed

the same, or so much thereof as is necessary to pay the actual cost of his travelling ex-

penses in order to make such inspection , upon his accounts being rendered

and approved in the ordinary manner
;

this clause shall not apply to city license

districts.

The Amendments having been read the second time, were agreed to.

Ordered, That the Bill be read the third time To-morrow.

The House resolved itself into a Committee to consider Bill (No. 114), To amend
the Act respecting the Sale and Management of Timber on Public Lands, and, after some
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time spent therein, Mr. Speaker resumed the Chair
;
and Mr. Sinclair reported, That

the Committee had directed him to report the Bill without any amendment.

Ordered, That the Bill be read the third time To-morrow.

The House resolved itself into a Committee to consider Bill (No. 118), To
amend the law respecting the Registration of Births, Marriages and Deaths, and, after

some time spent therein, Mr. Speaker resumed the Chair
;
and Mr. Sinclair reported.

That the Committee had directed him to report the Bill with certain amendments.

Ordered, That the Amendments be taken into consideration forthwith.

The Amendments, having been read the second time, were agreed to.

Ordered, That the Bill be read the third time To-morrow.

Mr. Ross, from the Select Committee to whom were referred several Bills respecting
the Municipal and Assessment Laws presented their Report, which was read as follows :

The Select Committee to whom were referred various Bills respecting Municipal mat-

ters, have carefully considered the following Bills whichwere referred to them, and report

against the provisions of Bills (Nos 78, 97, and 92), To amend the Municipal Act
;
Bills

(Nos. 83, 96, 74 and 126), To amend the Assessment Act; Bill (No. 98), Respecting
Municipal Assessment and Exemptions.

The Committee have also carefully considered Bills (Nos. 106, 89, 99, 79, and 117),
To amend the Municipal Act; Bills (Nos. 84 and 115), To amend the Assessment Act,
and Bill (No. 104), Respecting Municipal Debentures, and have prepared certain amend-
ments thereto.

The Committee have also considered various Petitions presented to the House, pray-

ing for amendments to the Municipal and Assessment Acts, and have prepared amend-
ments embodying such of these recommendations as have met with the approval of the

Committee.
These amendments, together with those contained in the Bills submitted which have

by the Committee been approved of have been incorporated in Bills to amend the Muni-

cipal and the Assessment Act. The Committee also Report Bill (No. 95), An Act

respecting Snow Fences, and Bill (No. 104), An Act respecting Municipal Debentures,
with certain amendments, which they recommend for the consideration of the House.

The Committee have also considered Bills (Nos. 72 and 75), To amend the Ditching
and Watercourses Act, and append hereto a Report of a Sub-Committee to whom these

Bills were referred, and which was adopted by the Committee, and with a view to such

revision and consolidation the consideration of amendments to these Acts should be post-

poned until the next Session of the Legislature.

Report of Sub-Gommittee.

The Sub-Committee appointed to consider and report upon certain proposed amend-
ments to the Ditching and Watercourses Act, beg to report :

That, having considered with some care the various provisions of the Act as con-

solidated in the Revised Statutes of Ontario, the amendments made thereto in 1878,

1880, and the several proposed amendments now before the Committee, are of opinion
that many and important amendments can and ought to be made to the said Act in the

direction of extending its scope and denning more clearly the power and duty of those

invoking and enforcing the provisions ;
but in view of the inconvenience often experienced

by such persons in procuring the several statutes, and of properly applying the several

amendments, do not think it desirable to multiply these difficulties by making further

amendments to the present Act, and recommend that the Government, at the next session,

take charge of the legislation respecting
"
Ditching Watercourses," repeal the present

Act and several amendments thereto, and re-enact the same in consolidated form, with

such amendments as may be deemed advisable, and in view of such legislation, suggest
the following as an outline of such measure :
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1. That any person requiring an outlet may notify the several owners of land

through which it is necessary to procure such outlet, so as to give to each of such owners
a sufficient outlet for such continued drain.

2. That the fence-viewers notified or appointed by the Judge, as the case tnay be,
shall be.liable to a penalty for non-attendance, except for good cause.

3. That the fence-viewers, having examined the proposed site of drain, heard the

evidence of all witnesses, etc., shall make their award in writing, of which a form shall

be appended to the Act, in which they shall clearly define and locate the commencement
of said drain, where it shall terminate, and the several portions to be opened up by the

several persons interested, each portion also being clearly defined, the time within which
each portion shall be constructed, the amount of their fees, and by whom to be paid, with

power to adjourn, direct the notification of others whom they deem interested, and where

thought necessary, embody them in the award.

4. That the award shall be filed, as at present, with the Clerk of the Municipality,
and that any of the parties may have the right of appeal, as at present.

5. That in case of appeal the Clerk of the Division Court where tried shall certify to

the Clerk of the Municipality the judgment of the Court, and unless the award is wholly
set aside the reformed award shall thereafter be considered the award of the fence-

viewers.

6. That at the expiration of the time for appeal, or after appeal, as the case may be,
the Council of the Municipality shall pay to the fence- viewers their fees (unless the award
is set aside without fees to them), if not theretofore paid by the party or parties directed

by the award to pay the same, the Clerk shall, unless sooner paid by such person or per-

sons, add the same to the Collector's roll as a charge against the land of such person or

persons, with such witness fees and other expenses as the fence-viewers had directed to be

paid by them to be collected as ordinary municipal taxes.

7. That the fence-viewers, or one of their number, chosen by them, shall inspect the

said drain at the expiration of the time fixed by the award for its completion, and if any
portion or portions are not constructed, or not wholly completed, shall after proper notices

in writing have been posted up, sell the said portion or portions or the uncompleted por-
tion or portions of such drain in separate parcels to the lowest bidder, they taking such

security for its completion as may be deemed sufficient, and when reported as complete
shall again inspect the same, and if approved and accepted shall certify the completion
of such portion or portions to the Clerk of the Municipality with the name of the person
who completed the same, the amount to which he is entitled, and the amount of any
additional fees of the fence-viewers or fence-viewer, whereupon the Council shall pay to

fence-viewers their additional fees, and the Clerk shall add such amount and fees (if not
sooner paid) to the Collectors roll as a charge against the lands of the person who was
awarded or adjudged to pay the same, with ten per cent, added thereto, and the same shall

be collected as municipal taxes, and when collected shall be paid over to the person in

whose favour the amount named in the certificate of the fence-viewer or fence-viewers

including any interest which may have been added under the provisions of the Assessment
Act. The above mode of collection to be substituted for the present right of action in

Division Court for the recovery of the same.

8. For other details of such a proposed Act we would refer to the Act and amend-
ments at present in force and the several draft bills indicating the direction in which
further amendments are sought without committing ourselves to such suggestions.

Mr. Pardee, from the Standing Committee on Railways, presented their Fourteenth

Report, which was read as follows :

The Committee recommend that Rule No. 51 be further suspended in this, that the

time for receiving reports from the Standing Committee on Railways be extended until

and inclusive of the last day of the present Session of the House.

Ordered, That the time for receiving Reports from the Standing Committee on Rail-

ways be extended until and inclusive of the last day of the present Session.
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The following Bills were severally introduced, and read the first time :

Bill (No. 134), intituled "The Municipal Amendment Act of 1881." Mr. Hardy.
Ordered, That the Bill be read the second time 011 Wednesday next.

Bill (No. 135), intituled " The Assessment Amendment Act of 1881." Mr. Hardy.
Ordered, That the Bill be read the second time on Wednesday next.

The Order of the Day for the third reading of Bill (No. 61), Respecting Grand Junc-

tion Railway Company, having been read,
Mr. Boulter moved,
That the Order be discharged and the Bill be forthwith referred back to the Com-

mittee of the Whole with instructions to insert the following clause :

" The Grand Junction Railway Company is hereby authorized and empowered to ex-

tend its line of railway from the Village of Tweed, or from any point on its existing line

of railway, to a point of junction with the Canada Central Railway, at or near the Town
of Perth or the Village of Carleton Place or to the City of Ottawa."

(1) The Erie and Huron Railway Company from Rondeau, on Lake Erie, to Dresden,
including the Wallaceburg branch, from a point on the main line to the village of Wallace-

burg, a distance, including the said branch, of about forty miles, at the rate of one hun-
dred and fifty-three dollars and seventy-five cents per mile per annum, payable half-yearly
for twenty years.

(2) The Stratford and Huron Railway Company, from Harriston to Wiarton, a dis-

tance of about sixty-two miles, at the rate of one hundred and fifty-three dollars and

seventy-five cents per mile per annum, payable half-yearly for twenty years.

(3) The Georgian Bay and Wellington Railway Company, from Mount Forest to

Durham, a distance of about sixteen miles, at the rate of one hundred and fifteen dollars

and thirty-two cents per mile per annum, payable half-yearly for twenty years.
The payment of such aid under this Resolution shall be computed in manner follow-

ing, that is to say :

(a) If the portion of the railway for which payment is made has been completed be-

tween the first day of January and the first day of July, the payments shall be computed
as commencing on the first day of January of the preceding year.

(b) And if the portion for which the payment is made has been completed between
the first day of July and the thirty-first day of December, the payments shall be computed
as commencing on the first day of July of the preceding year.

(1) The Lieutenant-Governor in Council may require any railway company so aided,
or any railway company formed by an amalgamation of any company or companies, aided

under this Act, with any other railway company or companies which shall have received

aid from Provincial funds, to enter into an agreement or agreements with any other rail-

way company or companies, containing such terms and details as the Lieutenant-Governor
in Council may approve of, in order to secure running powers, or rights of user to such

company or companies over the line or portion of line of railway of the company aided

under this Resolution, or former Acts, or in the discretion of the Lieutenant-Governor in

Council, for the haulage thereover of the cars and traffic of such other company, or com-

panies upon such terms as, in default of agreement between the respective companies, may
be settled upon by the Lieutenant-Governor in Council.

(2) No payment shall be made to any of the said companies in respect of the said

grants in aid for any portion of their Railway, until the Commissioner of Public Works
shall have reported to the Lieutenant-Governor in Council that such Company has com-

pleted the portion of its road in respect of which payment is to be made (including such

sidings and station-houses as the Commissioner may think necessary for the accommodation
of the public), within the period for completing the Railway or portion thereof named in

the Acts relating to the company, or such other period as may by any other Act be fixed

for such purpose.

(3) Payments may be made as portions of the Railway, not less than ten continuous

miles, are completed as aforesaid
;
and in cases where the whole distance aided is, less than

ten miles, then for such distance.

(4) After a company has complied with the conditions necessary, and the Commis-
sioner has reported as aforesaid, scrip or certificates may be issued for, and in respect of

the said grant ;
and when signed by the Treasurer of this Province and the Accountant

in his department, and countersigned by the Auditor, every such certificate shall be valid

and binding on the Province, according to its tenor and effect
;
and it shall not be neces-

sary for any transferee, in good faith, of such certificate to inquire into, or obtain proof
of any facts stated therein, all of which shall be deemed conclusive as against the Province,
in favour of such transferee.

(5) Each of the said Companies shall furnish such information of the progress of the

works on the Railway of the Company as may from time to time be required by the

Commissioner of Public Works
;
and also such statistical or other details, accounts, and
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information as from time to time may be required from them by the Commissioner after

completion of the Railway.

(6) The location, grades, the widths and slopes of cuttings and embankments, the

plans of bridges, culverts, buildings, and other structures, the weight and section of iron

rails, and other details of proposed construction of the Colonization Railways hereinafter

mentioned, shall be subject to inspection and approval by the Government Engineer, be-

fore the commencement of the works, as well as after completion.

(7) In order to secure the continuous running of the Railways aided by this Act,
the iron or steel rails laid from time to time by any of the said Railways are not to be
removed by the Company, or by the authority of the Company, without the consent of

the Lieutenant-Governor in Council, obtained on the recommendation of the Commissioner
of Public Works.

Resolved, That the Lieutenant-Governor in Council may also grant such bonuses,

subsidy or annual payment to any Company now or hereinafter to be incorporated, not in

excess of a present payment of two thousand eight hundred and fifty dollars per mile, in

such mode and according to such terms and conditions as will secure the construction of a

line of Railway, extending from a point in the District of Muskoka as far north as Graven-

hurst, so as to connect the present Ontario system of Railways with Sault Ste.

received from or to be delivered to other railways, and upon and subject to such other

conditions for securing the due application of the grant, the construction of the Railway,
and otherwise as the Lieutenant-Governor in Council may require, and no agreement in

ihe premises shall be operative until ratified by Resolution of the Legislative Assembly.

Mr. SPEAKER then said :

May it please your Honour:

We, Her Majesty's most dutiful and faithful subjects, the Legislative Assembly of

the Province of Ontario, in Session Assembled, approach Your Honour at the close of our

labours with sentiments of unfeigned devotion and loyalty to Her Majesty's person and

Government, and humbly beg to present for Your Honour's acceptance a Bill intituled

"An Act for Granting to Her Majesty certain sums of money to defray the expenses of

Civil Government for the year 1881, and for other purposes therein mentioned," thus

placing at the disposal of the Crown the means by which the Government can be made
efficient for the service and welfare of the Province.

To this Bill, the Royal Assent was announced by the Clerk of the Legislative As-

sembly, in the following words :

" His Honour the Lieutenant-Governor doth thank Her Majesty's dutiful and loyal

subjects, accept their benevolence, and assent to this Bill in Her Majesty's name."

His Honour was then pleased to deliver the following Speech :

Gentlemen of the Legislative Assembly :

In discharging you from further attendance at the present time to your Legislative

duties, I have to thank you for the careful and laborious attention you have bestowed upon
the large amount of business that has been brought before you.

I shall not fail to call the attention of the Dominion Government to the resolutions

in which you have once more protested against the delay that has taken place in the re-

cognition and confirmation of the Award whereby, so long since as the third day of August,
1878, the northerly and westerly boundaries of Ontario were determined, and re-affirmed

your determination to give your cordial support to my Government in any steps it may
be necessary to take to sustain the Award, and to assert and maintain the just rights and
claims of the Province.

The legislation of the Session includes measures of much interest and importance, and
which I have no doubt will be found by experience to conduce largely to the welfare of the

people.
The Act consolidating the Superior Courts of Law, establishing a uniform system of

pleading and practice, and making further provision for the administration of justice,

marks a new era in the history of our judicature, and will, while simplifying legal proce-

duce, render justice more readily accessible to all classes of suitors.

I trust that the Act giving greater efficiency to the law against the illicit sale of in-

toxicating liquors will prove effectual in suppressing practices which are inevitably attend-

ed with the most vicious and demoralizing associations.

The Act to make provision for the greater safety of Railway Employees and the Pub-
lic will, I hope, prove effectual in protecting from some dangers, to which they have been

hitherto exposed, a large number of persons whose vocation is attended with many unavoid-

able hardships, and in the faithful discharge of whose duties every one has a large interest.

The Acts for protecting the public interest in Rivers and Streams, and for the regula-
tion of Timber Slide Companies, will remove some serious difficulties connected with the op-
erations of the lumbering industry ;

while those amending the Municipal and Assessment

Laws, and the School Law, and giving increased efficiency to the Provincial Mutual
Insurance Companies, and other measures to which I have now assented, as well as

the numerous Private Acts by which the Session has been distinguished, sufficiently
attest the industry and practical experience of the representatives of the people in matters

affecting their varied s ocial and material interests.
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I have observed with much pleasure that you have, as supplementary to previous

grants to railways, voted moneys in aid of certain lines the circumstances of which entitle

them to special consideration at your hands.

The measure by which the grant in aid of a railway to connect the existing Ontario
lines with the Canadian Pacific Railway has been made applicable to an extension of such

a road to Sault Ste. Marie gives countenance and support to an undertaking nothing less

than national in its extent and character, while tending largely to facilitate the settlement

of undeveloped sections of the Province, and to afford much-needed facilties of communi-
cation to our fast-growing and industrious communities.

I thank you for the liberality you have shewn in voting the supplies necessary for

the public service. They will be expended with all possible regard for economy combined
with efficiency.

I trust that all happiness and prosperity may attend you until I again have the pleas-
ure of inviting your advice and assistance in the conduct of public affairs.
