Whereas Bill 119, An Act to amend the Workplace Safety and Insurance Act, 1997, will impose an
oppressive $11,000 new tax on small construction companies in Ontario; and

Whereas the notion that the bill will improve workplace safety is questionable, as it includes thousands of
office workers who never set foot on a construction site; and

Whereas there are still serious and alarming concerns about the wisdom of the McGuinty Liberals
imposing this additional tax burden on business, especially during a severe economic downturn in this
province; and

Whereas the changes proposed under the bill will not come into effect until 2012, giving the McGuinty
Liberals more than adequate time to allow a much more democratic process before they push the bill
through using their majority;

The Legislature of Ontario calls on the McGuinty government to extend public hearings on the bill to
communities across Ontario in early 2009 and allow all Members to speak to the bill before it becomes
law.
